What you must get to make things work. Nothing could be more wrong. We
sure need money. But if we were to draw up our list of resources in their

order of importance, it could give something like this

1. Ideas

2. Capacity (moral and intellectual)

3. Money

4. Material resources (from friends and family)
5. etc

It ma.y not look exactly like the above, but as you must have noticed, money
is important. But you cannot do much with it, if you have no ideas and no
capacity.

It follows that if you have an idea that can work, you are sure you have
the capacity to carry it through, and maybe you have the material
resources to start your project, then you can safely say you have more
than 50 percent of the resources you need to start the project. So, yes,
you can start a project and see it through without having to raise huge sums

of monev.

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BAPESU “HIV/AIDS YOUTH AWARENESS
CAMPAIGN IN BAMBUI COMMUNITY” (North West
Province, Cameroon).

2006 has been a relatively good year for BAPESU in attaining
its goals. BAPESU in 2006 successfully executed a project to
combat HIV/AIDS christened “HIV/AIDS Youth Awareness
Campaign. The project had as target group the young people of
the Bambui Rural Community, in Cameroon. The objective of
the program was to help fight HIV/AIDS among youths in
Bambui via awareness. The program witnessed the active
participation of 30 Youth volunteers that gave insightful
contributions towards the realisation of the program. The entire
program ran for two weeks (27th March through to the 7th of
April 2006). This program was achieved with the benign
support from Alert Fund for Youth Activities, a youth-led
organisation (based in The Netherlands) and MEBONU
Foundation (based in Cameroon).

The program was marked by: plenary discussions by
youths, presentation talks which had as theme “Youth
Vulnerability to HIV/AIDS”, door-to-door sensitisation visits
that were accompanied by commercial bike riders (locally
called “Ben-Sikin" or “Okada”) and sporting activities
(football boys and handball girls) that helped in boosting
massive participation of the target group being the youths.
With the program youths were aware that they had some very
pivotal roles to play as far as the fight against this jinx of a
disease in the name of HIV/AIDS. Recommendations at the
end of programs were as follows:

* Youths should be wvoid of alcoholism and
drunkenness that makes them vulnerable to HIV/AIDS
* Young people should avoid watching pornographic

websites on the internet and openly denounce video clubs that
project such movies, for this exposes them to the perils of
HIV/AIDS

* Children have the right, and should play a vital role
to counsel their parents and to kick against parents that carry
irresponsible sexual lives meanwhile they are married. Such
lifestyles make some children ending up as orphans.

* Youths should endeavour to read local magazines
that contain information about sex and HIV/AIDS.
* Young people should avoid compassion to live a

certain lifestyle (profligate and above their means) and avoid
comparison. This comparison pushes them to do anything in
the name of sex so as to purchase an item since poverty is rife.

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AHURTOD ORGANISE A TRAINING SEMINAR FOR
PRISON STAFF ON

“ HUMAN RI GHTS AND PRI sohP

On Tuesday 24" April 2007 about 50 prison wardens
and senior staff from the Central Prison, Buea South
West Province of Cameroon, attended a seminar on
“Human

Rights and Prison”,
which was
organized

by the

Association
of Human Rights
and Torture Defenders (AHURTOD).

This seminar was held at the Fako Ship Plaza in Buea.
The Provincial Delegate for Penitentiary Administration
was represented at the seminar by (DPAP)
ELOUNDOU Jean Pierre. Also present was the Chief of
Discipline and Education (CSDASCE), NANA Mathieu,

along with other senior wardens and administrators.

ELOUNDOU Jean Pierre (representing the
Provincial Delegate) opened the seminar with the hope
that it would provide prison staff with an insight into
Human Rights law, which is becoming increasingly
important in Cameroon. He further highlighted the
introduction of the new Criminal Procedure Code (CPC)
as an example of this new approach, with emphasis on
the Rights of detainees.

AHURTOD General Commissioner NKEM
Bellamin FONKENG thanked DPAP ELOUNDOU Jean
Pierre for his address and welcomed the participants,
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expressing his wish that they would leave with a
fuller understanding of the Conventions on
Human Rights, and that they would be able to
apply these standards in their work. Mr
NKENG further highlighted that AHURTOD
has plans to establish a library in the prison, and
to provide desks and computers for the
vocational empowerment of inmates, particularly
juvenile inmates.

Mr. Eugene MAGUIRE, an AHURTOD
volunteer from Northern Ireland, then provided an
introductory talk on “Human Rights in the Prison
Context”. He also outlined the fundamental
Human Rights, such as the Right to Life and the
Right to Liberty, and he explained how these
standards have become increasingly important in
national and international law.

Mr. MAGUIRE discussed how societies
place restrictions on the Right to Liberty through
the sanction of imprisonment, but he stressed
that this criminal sanction does not take away an
individual’s status as a human being, with the
right to be treated humanely and with dignity. Mr
MAGUIRE noted the difference between
convicted prisoners and detainees on remand,
and he emphasised the need for remand
prisoners to know the charges held against them
and to have access to legal advice, to contest
those charges.

The next speaker was Barrister-at-law Mr
EHABE EBOA Samuel, a former Divisional
Coordinator of the Human Rights Defence Group.
He explained to delegates the protection afforded
to detainees under the new Criminal Procedure
Code (CPC). The CPC states that persons are
presumed innocent until they are convicted of an
offence, and it upholds detainees’ rights to legal
advice and to medical examination. Mr EHABE
noted that the Code prohibits torture, as well as
any oppressive treatment that may affect the
detainee’s physical or mental wellbeing.

Mr. EHABE also presented a paper on
the treatment of convicted prisoners under the
Criminal Procedure Code. The CPC emphasises
the need for prisoners to be rehabilitated back




into society, and that rehabilitation must form part of the
prison programme. This theme was continued in the
next presentation, by Mr NCHANJI GIA NDI of the
National Commission on Human Rights and Freedoms
(NCHRF). He outlined the relevant United Nations
guidelines on prisons, and in particular the Standard
Minimum Rules on the Treatment of Prisoners.

Mr. NDI explained that these guidelines
ensures that detainees have enough air, light, food and
water to enable them to live without suffering physical
or mental harm. He as well outlined the ban on “cruel,
inhuman and degrading treatment”, and he explained
that this prohibits the use of corporal punishment or
other humiliating treatment of prisoners. Mr. NDI noted
that the guidelines also stress the need for a safe and
secure environment in prison, with adequate protection
for the health of prison staff and prisoners. The
guidelines spells out that order and discipline must be
maintained but not in a way that, places unnecessary
restrictions on people in the prison.

The final presentation was by Eugene
MAGUIRE. Mr MAGUIRE explained how the Human
Rights standards highlighted by the previous speakers
can be put into practice in working life. He noted that
Human Rights standards do not ban prison officers from
using force in their job, but that their use of force must
be necessary, justified and proportionate.

Throughout this seminar, prison staff and other
audience members contributed enthusiastically to the
discussion, and they showed a willingness to learn
more about how they could apply Human Rights
principles in their own working practices.

At the end of the seminar, DPAP ELOUNDOU Jean
Pierre from the Provincial Delegate’s office thanked the
organisers for an informative and valuable seminar, and
he expressed the desire that this would be part of an
ongoing training process, and that Human Rights would
play an increasingly important role in prison life.

The General Commissioner of AHURTOD,
NKEM BELLAMIN FONKENG, then presented
delegates with their certificates of participation in this
seminar. STV News then conducted interviews with the
seminar organisers and with the representative of the
Provincial Delegate for Penitentiary Administration. This
seminar subsequently featured on the STV News
programme of Saturday 28" April 2007, as well as
receiving coverage in The Post newspaper.

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ANIMAL TRANSPORTATION CONFERENCE
FOCUSES ON REGULATIONS

The Animal
Transportation
Association, a non-profit
organisation, was
founded in 1976 and provides an independent forum for
the safe and humane handling of all animal species
during multi-modal transport. An annual conference was
held April 22nd -25" 2007 in San Diego, California.
More than 100 members and visitors from 16 countries
attended. The main thrust of this meeting was the
impact of new regulations, fighting the spread of
diseases and dealing with animal extremists. Within this
theme, delegates discussed a wide range of subjects
from the rescue of abandoned and starving zoo animals
from war torn Iraq, identifying safer and more humane
methods of moving horses by road, to emergency
recovery of injured seals.

Alex Thierman, outgoing president and air
cargo veteran welcomed participants at the conference.
Many aspects of the complexities of international rules
were covered by experts from World Animal Health
Organization, the Canadian Food Inspection Agency
and the European Union (EU). This was in tandem with
advice and information about the threats from
extremists, planning for disasters and risk management.
Transportation techniques, new equipment designs and
diseases control were also essential topics at the
conference. Several training workshops were eagerly
attended on subjects ranging from reduction of travel
stress in animals to transporting endangered species
and sites.

Newly voted President of AATA, Lisa Schoppa
of Continental Airlines, summed up the mood and the
whole thrust of the association in these words:

“We all love our animals and that’s why these meetings
are so important. By pooling our knowledge and sharing
experiences, we can improve the way animals are
moved, whether up the road to a horse race or halfway
around the world to preserve an endangered species,
we will strive to find better and more humane ways of
doing the job. We also believe in the
welfare of all animals and their right to
safe, secure and stress free travel. If
you are involved in the business of
transporting animals or fish, | urge
you to come and join the AATA,

where you can really make a

difference.”

ADOLECENT REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH
With Implementing Best Practices (IBP) Initiative

The IBP is a uniquely interactive forum through which
policy makers, programme managers, implementing
organizations and providers convene to identify and
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apply evidence-based practices that can improve
reproductive health outcomes in their countries.
The IBP Initiative is normally launched through
regional and country meetings. Since 1999, the
IBP Initiative has been successfully initiated
through regional meetings in Nepal and Egypt
and country meetings in China and India. All
conferences concluded with participants devising
collaborative plans to improve their approaches,
based on sound research, best practices, and the
highest standards of care in reproductive health.
This programme is initiated by the World Health
Organization and USAID, and supported by an
increasing number of local and international
reproductive health agencies. The IBP Initiative
responds to several challenges in the
reproductive health community in low resource

settings which among them are:
1 The lack of targeted and coherent
information on what works and what

does not work

1 Costly duplication of efforts

1 Costly implementation of ineffective
programs

1 Limited access to evidence-based tools,
materials and strategies

1 Limited opportunities to share new
knowledge with local and international
colleagues

The goal of the IBP Initiative is to improve access
and quality of reproductive healthcare through a
systematic approach focused on developing and
supporting strategies that introduce, adapts and




apply evidence based practices in reproductive health.

Kenya being one of 13 countries alongside
Tanzania attending the IBP launch in Uganda in 2004
developed an action plan to reduce maternal mortality
in selected districts by adapting best practices to
improve advocacy, training, and logistics management.
Tanzania on her part shared their experience and
reviewed practices with colleagues from other countries
within the region about how to increase access to
antiretroviral drugs and PMTCT in their hospitals. In
2003 India IBP launch meeting, the Uttar Pradesh team
committed itself to improving the quality of antenatal
care in their state. They come together as a team and
act rapidly by advocating with the Secretary of Health
and Family Welfare, who was successful in increasing
the ANM housing allowance from 100 to 250 rupees. In
2000 IBP Consortium members were in China and
together, they developed new family planning technical
guidelines that included counselling and informed
choice. These became part of their policies and in 2001,
IBP partners worked with the team to introduce the
guidelines to all provincial managers. From March 1% -
2" 2006 in Dakar-Senegal, the organizers envision it
asa way to prepare for an |IBP launch event
in Francophone Africa that will focus on three
priority areas related to post abortion care and family
planning, the role of ancillary medical and community
personnel and community approaches. Meeting
participants include the IBP Secretariat, IBP Regional
representatives, WHO, USAID and USAID partners and
other groups working in reproductive health.

WHAT NAYD HAVE 2 SHARE!

CAMEROON"S ATTAI NMENT OF

COMPLETION POINT: CURE OR CURSE?

In recent years, a number of African states
have been admitted by the World Bank and IMF into the
HIPC completion point resulting in the cancellation of
sizeable chucks of their external debts. This attainment
was saluted by most top government officials in the
countries concerned especially Cameroon, with some
describing the event as an economic panacea.

I however, firmly believe this admission came
with a high price tag. Prior to realizing this point, the
countries involved had to carry out a number of
structural adjustment programmes such as the
liberalization/privatization of some strategic sectors of
the economy. Not surprisingly, most of the buyers were
corporations from the G8 and other developed
countries. Consequently, the long-term economic
survival of these African countries lies in the hands of
foreign corporations.

Here comes another dilemma for the
governments of these countries -- the management of
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the high expectations of the populace vis-a-vis
this attainment. It's no secret that, with the
attainment of the completion point the
expectations of the masses were generally high-
pitched, civil servants were expecting an increase
in their salaries, government contractors were
expecting complete settlement of the debts,
ordinary citizens were expecting a reduction in
the prices of basic commodities such as
petroleum products and food items, unemployed
youths were expecting a boom in employment
opportunities, entrepreneurs were expecting a
reduction on business taxes etc. The natural
human tendency is that when rising expectations
collide with entrenched systems, the results are
frustration, confusion, conflict and often violence.

If this newly found status by these
countries is to be of value then: ordinary citizens
have to significantly feel the impact of the
realization of the completion point; households
have to experience an appreciable improvement
in their standards of living. Governments
concerned therefore have to cautiously and
wisely manage the fallouts of the HIPC
completion point, in an honest and transparent
manner.

Governments concerned should
therefore commission a survey on the general
expectations of their populace vis-a-vis the
attainment of the HIPC initiative completion point
and if these expectations are unrealistic, the
government via the various press organs can
educate and sensitize the public in order to
dampen rising expectations.
