BAPESU’s Project on Great Apes Program Gains 

Attention and is at the Centre of Anti-Poaching Activities 

in Tubah (Cameroon) 

 
he regional delegate of forestry and wildlife 
for the North West region of Cameroon in the 

month of June 2009 carried some field visit to 

monitor and be abreast control anti-poaching activities in 
TUBAH/BAFUT Administrative unit in Cameroon. This visit 

took place on the 10th of June 2009 from 10.am with a starting 

point at BAPESU office at four corners Bambui. BAPESU 

presented a brief expose on its 
conservation activities in the 

Tubah Upland Forest, as 

relates to the protection of the 
inhabiting chimpanzees. This 

was followed by a field visit 

that was guided by BAPESU, 

to the ―uphill‖ viewpoints of 
the Upland Forest opposite the IRAD Upper Farms and the one 

just above the ―White House‖.  

The team from the regional delegation that was lead by 

Colonel MBOMGLANG Joseph highly commended the work 

of BAPESU (Benevolent 

Association for the 

Protection of the 

Environment and the 

Socially Underprivileged) 

achieved so far and ongoing 

work with the goal of 

protecting the endangered 

great apes (Pan Troglodytes) of the Tubah upland forest 

(Cameroon) through continuous community. BAPESU used 

this opportunity to talk about the achievements so far and 

future work plans. At the end of the working day BAPESU 

was encouraged to continue in pushing efforts towards saving 

the chimpanzees from disappearance. Under the leadership of 

Christian Tabifor (Project Coordinator) appeal was made to the 

government to strongly intervene with all its efforts in helping 

to protect the Tubah Upland forest and its endangered species 

of plants and animals from disappearance. They were made to 

understand that the funds have dried off and efforts are being 

made to seek funds to continue the program to cover the other 

villages.  

The team from the delegation was composed of the following

First Winter School  

for African Artists' Networks 

 
etween the 1st and 9th June 2009 a team of young 

African representatives from artists' networks and 

advocacy 

groups participated in 
the first Winter School 

to develop Artists' 

Networks in Africa 
organised by the 

Arterial Network (an 

informal network of 
artists and cultural 

professionals and organisations based in Cape Town, 

South  Africa www.arterialnetwork.org) 

 
The training programme was meant to assist these leaders 

active in developing Africa's culture and creative sectors 

gain skills on better organisational management and 
rendering the creative sector more productive on the 

continent. More important was the need for the civil 

society actors drawn from the visual arts, performing arts, 
publishing sectors as well as arts advocacy groups active 

in Africa to identify other arts and culture networks in 

their respective countries in order to work towards 

enlarging the Arterial Network as a continental voice 
for the arts and culture sector in Africa. Participants we 

taught on issues surrounding the status of the artists as 

recommended and adopted by UNESCO in its 21st 
General Conference held in Belgrade, in October 1980; the 

world congress on the implementation on the

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Recommendation Concerning the Status of the Artist, 

UNESCO Headquarters, Paris June 1997; the Nairobi Plan of 
Action on the Cultural and Creative Sector in Africa, adopted 

by the 2nd Session of African Union Ministers of Culture in 

Algiers in October, 2008; north-south perspectives on Cultural 

Diversity and the UNESCO Convention on the Protection and 
Promotion of Diversity of Cultural Expressions, Paris 20th 

October, 2005. 

 
During the Winter School experts in the cultural sector were 

invited to intervene together with the participants in debates 

surrounding the aforementioned issues. Training on improving 
the visibility for the arts in Africa and lobbying techniques for 

developing the cultural and creative sectors in Africa were part 

of the training which was held in Kalk Bay, Cape Town in 

calm atmosphere. Lessons were also taught on successfully 
operating as cultural entrepreneurs; networking within the arts 

and building successful partnerships with other civil society 

organisations; the private sector and the government as well as 
developing the way forward for the Arterial Network to 

become a network of networks on Africa's cultural and 

creative sector. The participants also had the opportunity to be 
schooled on the forth coming 2nd Arterial Network 

Conference and the World summit on the Arts and Culture 

scheduled for Johannesburg, South Africa in September 

2009. 
 

During the Winter School participants were encouraged to 

work in groups. This enabled them to get first class experience 
on developing and operating as networks. The cultural 

entrepreneur board game developed by the Johannesburg 

based cultural Development Trust was a very exciting hands-

on experience on day-to-day challenges faced by the cultural 
entrepreneur as major decisions had to be taken as the Winter 

School students played this very creative game. Another very 

important aspect of network building development was on 
using new information and communication technologies 

(ICTs) in promoting the culture and creative sector in the 

different activities, organisations and projects carried on by the 
participants in their respective countries. The participants very 

much enjoyed the ICT sessions facilitated by Cape Town 

based OpenNetworks. OpenNetworks also arranged for two 

South African musicians who have been successful using the 
internet in promoting and marketing their productions to talk 

to have sessions with the participants about their experiences. 

Sarah Gardner, Executive Director of the international 
Federation of Arts Councils and Culture Agencies (IFACCA) 

based in Australia was also invited to brief the students on the 

federation, the upcoming World Summit on the Arts and 
Culture and on ConnectCP a database of cultural 

Professionals. 

 

Apart from the sessions participants to the Winter School 

had the opportunity to experience the Cape 09 exhibition, 
visit a photographic exhibition at the University of Cape 

Town, Centre for African studies by Cameroonian artist 

Angele Etoundi Essamba, musical concerts and 

experiencing Cape Town cuisine. 
 

This was the first Winter School organised for Arts and 

culture networks and lobby groups in Africa and had 
representatives from seventeen African countries namely 

South Africa, Mozambique, Botswana, Namibia, Zambia, 

Zimbabwe, Democratic Republic of Congo, Cameroon, 
Kenya, Uganda, Nigeria, Ghana, Burkina Faso, Mali, 

Senegal, Egypt and Morocco. The Winter School was 

funded by the European Union and Hivos.

Life and Water Development Group Cameroon - a 

Success Story 

 
hree years ago, Life and Water Development Group 

Cameroon and its US partners, Hope College 

chapter of Engineers Without Borders USA started a 

water project in the community of Nkuv, Cameroon. A 
locality out of Kumbo in the North West Region of 

Cameroon.  

The project history started as follows: Mr. Peter Njodzeka, 
the founder of LWDG-Cameroon submitted a project 

application to the EWB USA and Hope College Chapter 

was awarded the project, and from that moment the EWB 

USA linked their chapter Hope College with Peter 
Njodzeka to discuss the possibilities and understanding the 

project. Hope College travelled to Nkuv, Cameroon for 

their first time in March 2006 for an assessment trip, and 
returned in May 2006 for a tentative implementation.  We 

tried drilling wells using hand drilling equipment, which 

was a fiasco, we could not find water and could only find 
rocks and dry sand. This first trial, which was a failure, 

Hope College did not surrender, they returned in 

December the same year and constructed three biosand 

filters trial, which some people in the community were 
using to filter their water directly carried from streams, 

and after six months, the health survey team from Hope 

College had a good results from the families using filtered 
water, and we increased the number to 15 filters, during 

this time, we were trying other ways out searching for 

water sources in the mountains, we finally found a spring, 
but after testing, the results were not good for consumption 

because of cows that are all year round in these hills. And 

finally in May 2008, we came up another trial to construct 

a dam from one of the rivers that the community is using.

And we built a diversion dam. We waited for another whole 

year May 2008 – May 2009 to see how the results will be after 
heavy rainy season, the rainy season was heavy and washed 

some parts of the dam. We then learned so much and this year 

May, 2009, we reinforced the dam, had the pipeline from the 

dam down to and constructed a water storage tank, and then 
from the tank down to the community, where we installed and 

constructed 10 stand taps. The entire trench has been piped and 

covered and now the community is enjoying the pipe borne 
water in Nkuv. LWDG-Cameroon has been able to change the 

lives of more than 2000 people in different regions of 

Cameroon by providing access to clean drinking water, 
educating the communities and schools on hygiene and 

sanitation, nutrition, hand washing etc… since 2005 of its 

creation and we look forward continuing with our work as 

much as we can. You can click on the following link:

The interesting thing is that, the community does not drink 
directly from these stand taps. In December 2007, I, Peter 

Njodzeka came across Thirst Relief International USA, who 

are our potential donors at the moment, and proposed the Nkuv 

sand filter project, and they were very interested to fund the 
entire project, and from January 2008 – April 2008, Life and 

Water Development Group Cameroon was able to construct 

138 filters for the households of Nkuv, which means presently, 
the entire community of Nkuv or household now owns a filter, 

which is helping them drink clean and filtered water from their 

stand taps.  Thirst Relief International USA together with Life 

and Water Development Group – Cameroon are organizing a 
training workshop in Kumbo as from June 22

nd
 – 24

th
 2009 on 

(disease transmission and prevention, water treatment, 

treating childhood diarrhoea, hand washing, nutrition, and 
common local illnesses). Each attendee will learn how to 

teach others the material covered and receive a notebook with 

lessons and posters. Those who complete the full workshop 
will receive a certificate of completion from Thirst Relief 

International - USA and LWDG—Cameroon. To contact

BAKASSI Disputeǃ  

What an Eye Opener with Its Human Security Threats... 

 
t all levels of the society, humans are confronted with 

security problems. It won't be a misnomer to say here 
that conflicts are inextricably webbed or connected to 

human security. Cameroon and Nigeria have had dispute over 

the ownership of the Bakassi peninsular for about a decade. 

Many actors (local, national, regional and international) have 

been involved in it and spark a multiplier effect on those 

who were directly or indirectly touched. 
CONFLICT BACKGROUND: The Cameroon-Nigeria 

border conflict over the oil rich Bakassi peninsular dates 

back to 1980 in the days of President AMADOU AHIDJO 

and SHIEDO SHAGARI of Cameroon and Nigerian 

respectively. A Cameroon captain shot and killed five (5) 

Nigerian marine officers who had purportedly encroached 

into Cameroon's territorial waters (Bakassi). This region 

had been Cameroon's territory by right but was abandoned 

(it was void of government institutions, schools, police 

station, health centres/hospitals, local government 

councils; residents did not participated in the political 

process/voting in Cameroon). This abandonment 

encouraged Nigerian fishermen to invade the territory. 

Cameroon came to realise that the Nigerian had been 

exploiting petrol in the said region. Tensions mounted on 

both camps and for about a decade troops from both 

nations have been in fierce fighting's (armed conflict).  

Human security on all fronts (economic, food, health, 

environmental, personal, community and political security) 

has been loomed and is being continued to be threatened.  

Economic and food security has been looming in this 

conflict. The inhabitants of Bakassi be it Nigerians or 

Cameroonian by nationality have been unable to carry out 

their day-to-day activity (fishing, farming, trade, etc) in 

eking a living for their families. The agricultural yields 

imperatively dropped and prices of basic goods soared. 

Women and children have had to undergo hardship and to 

adapt to new ways of living such as cooking; selling goods 

to soldiers. Women have been widowed, for their 

husbands have been killed in the conflicts. These families 

both in Cameroon and Nigeria have experience difficulties 

back at homes. Females have had to be family heads not 

leaving out the myriad of suicides owing psychological 

insecurity. There have been reportedly several cases of 

rape, harassment and torture by soldiers on women. People 

have been forced by the war to move out of lands the 

previously occupied.  Community security has also been a 

stake, for a particular society with a unique identity has 

been disrupted. We all understand how painful it is an 

individual to be detached from a family, group and 

community in which we have lived most of our life with. 

Due to the military presence in the area there's been 

resultant contamination of soil (environmental security)

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and water from grenades, bombs, and smoke from military 

tanks Health security has been also 

under threat. The outlays for health 

and education dwindled while that for 

military increased just because of the 

defence of the interests of both 

nations. Though not officially known 

France has been affording troops on the side of Cameroon. 

This is due to her interest in the oil presence in this region. 

Unconfirmed reports (rumours) reveal that France has also 

been supporting Nigeria because of her numerous investment 

in Nigeria (French Companies). This is seen as a great fuel to 

war, for she's with both sides due to vaudeville of interests. 

Recently, the USA promised support for Cameroon at the eve 

of the Iraqi conflict. With the voluntary effort the matter was 

taken to the international court of justice by Cameroon and 

Nigeria also accepted it her defence. This can be seen as a 

good gesture in ensuring a peaceful regional peace for sub-

Saharan Africa.  A verdict was passed in 2002/2003 by the 

International Court of justice at The Hague in favour of 

Cameroon. Agreement between Cameroon and Nigeria on two 

occasions for troops to withdraw. A joint Cameroon-Nigeria 

committee   has been set up to follow up a peaceful hand over 

of the said piece of land. This committee is to see into the 

practical implementation of The Hague‘s outcome. Women 

have been exempted from making part of this joint peace 

committee. For it to be long lasting women have to be actively 

involved in the peace-making decision that is currently taking 

place. The United Nation is playing a vital role by not 

relenting in its efforts working for human security within and 

out with the communities affected directly or indirectly by the 

conflict. All parties involved have to contribute through open 

dialogue and non-violent peace negotiations. My organisation 

can also contribute via information campaigns (dissemination), 

through staff security strengthening by means of seminars and
