Rwanda Village Concept Project, www.rwanda.org is a 

student’s led  non governmental organization based at 

National university of Rwanda. It contributed to NATIONAL 

AIDS CAMPAIGN from 1st to 30th of March, 2010. The theme 

of the campaign was “Tukamenye, Tukavuge, Tugakoreshe 

n’uburenganzira bwa buri wese” means in English “Have 

knowledge, Talk about, Use Condom, it is the right for 

everybody”  

The campaign was organized by the National Commission for 

fighting against HIV/AIDS at national level but it has to take 

place in different districts of Rwanda. 

It was in that regard, Rwanda Village Concept Project, as one 

of organizations  that mobilize and sensitize the population 

about HIV/AIDS awareness, was selected in Huye district, to 

contribute in the campaign especially in sensitizing people 

about the use of  male and female condoms. 

So, every Sunday afternoon of February, 2 Rwanda Village 

Concept Project volunteers together with international 

participants, participated actively in the mobilization in public 

areas like markets, sector grounds, and so on. 

Prevalence rate according to socio-demographic 

characteristics: 2005 DHS showed that women are the most  

infected by HIV with the prevalence rate of 3.6% against 

men with the prevalence rate of 2.3%. The age group 

recording the lowest prevalence is that aged 15-19 with 

the prevalence rate of 0.5%; the age group representing 

the highest prevalence rate is that aged 40-44 with the 

rate of 6.6% of the infected. The level of knowledge of 

HIV is still insufficient among the general population and 

needs to be improved. According to the 2005 DHS results, 

only 53.6% of women against 57.6% of men have a 

combined knowledge on AIDS. Likewise, results from the 

same study show that the use of condom still remains low 

especially among the female population with 19.7% 

against 40.9% among male population.  

According to results of the behavioural surveillance 

survey conducted in 2000 (among the youth aged 

between 15 and 19, long distance truck drivers and sex 

workers) the minimum age of the first sexual relations is 

14 years among girls and 13 years among boys. The use of 

condom is of 10% among the youth who are sexually 

active, 74% among long-distance truck drivers and 90% 

among sexual workers.  

According to the same data, 40% of lorry drivers had sex 

with a casual partner, and 35% had sex with at least three 

sex workers (during the last twelve months). However, 

the use of condom with casual partners is not systematic.  

The level of systematic use of condom was 31% for those 

having sex with non regular partners and 47% for those 

having sex with sex workers. Since the use of condom 

with those partners is  not systematic, these groups are 

likely to be exposed to the risks of HIV infection. 

It is up to everyone, no government organization and 

every institution of the Government and to fight against 

HIV and integrate the fight in its program and even in all 

its daily activities.

Farmers Forum - a gateway to wealth creation 

 

Three quarters of the world's food insecure people live in rural areas, 

and the majority of them are smallholder farmers. The situation is 

particularly difficult in Africa where the great majority of people live in 

rural areas, especially in Malawi. An important reason for this 

problem is their marginalization in both national and international 

agricultural and trade policy making. Policy formulation is the 

fundamental process of facilitating economic development; however, 

in the absence of veritable and genuine involvement of small holder 

farmers, the entire purpose of policy formulation loses its significance. 

It is well appreciated that the government understands its essence, 

as a result make every effort to put in place workable policies. 

However, the lack of implementable drive to translate the polices into 

measurable actions is decreasing the impact of policy formulation 

especially among smallholder farmers. This is due to their minimal 

involvement, hence making it difficult to translate into a meaningful 

measurable output to drastically change their impoverished status, 

which leads to, the government using more resources to put in place 

actions to mitigate poverty.  

The questions therefore that smallholder farmers are constantly 

brooding over include but not limited to; what monitoring mechanisms 

are there to ensure sustainable implementation of the good-

intentioned policies, particularly around pricing? This is because day 

in day out the bargaining power of smallholder farmer is increasingly 

diminishing. Clearly, the lack of strategic intent and monitoring 

mechanism driven by the key stakeholders is worsening the situation 

for small holder farmers, creating an imbalance of high economic 

growth not translating to economic development to benefit the poor 

rural farming communities. If a more focused, participatory, more 

open and action oriented, with clearly monitoring strategic policies is 

led by smallholder farmers, and it would double the rate of economic 

development in the country driven by Agriculture.  

Farmers Forum for Trade & Social Justice (FAFOTRAJ), a non-

governmental registered organization is strategically positioned 

to promote Trade and Social Justice among small holder farmers 

in Malawi. Having conducted research in various farming 

communities in the country, including Chikhwawa and Chiwamba 

in Lilongwe, the organization has been equipped with the first 

hand information of the best practical economic empowering 

strategy to support farmers to fully realize their economic rights 

and translate it into increased economic investment for  

community development through the establishment of active 

participatory farmers forums. Through these community-based 

Forums, farmers have taken upon themselves to organize and 

critically share their problems, opportunities, and formulation of 

local action oriented policies to direct their focus towards 

increasing wealth. A case study in Chiwamba where about 30 

Village Farmers forums were established, demonstrates the 

boundless interest, the increased sense of self-empowerment, 

increased community connectivity and exchange of strategic 

ideas (it is a myth that farmers are not technical and strategic in 

their approach) to create their desired world where farmers fully 

participate in policy formulation, implementation and monitoring 

to ensure justice. 

One of the key observations in the actions following Village 

farmers forums in Chiwamba is that, farmers are focusing on 

wealth creation rather than poverty reduction. This should 

provide a lesson on the themes of our various policies like 

Malawi Growth and Development Strategy (MGDS), which 

focuses on poverty reduction. In actual fact, what the farmers 

want is increased wealth, and this can be achieved directly by 

empowering them to understand agriculture as a business, 

acknowledging how powerful their contributions to the overall 

GDP of the country.

- Kanuri proverb, Nigeria  

The shifting of focus by farmers in Chiwamba from poverty reduction 

to increased wealth creation through agribusiness is making a huge 

difference in their lives and in all this, the government stands to 

benefit, as it will reduce its spending in pro-poor subsidy programmes 

on smallholder farmers, while the GDP increases and smallholder 

farmers lead actively and strategically in their own agro and personal 

development.  

It is worth noting that the increased interest on the part of government 

to support smallholder farmers is recommendable. However, a more 

open and increased participation of smallholder farmers in promoting 

fair trade and monitoring of the growth in the agriculture sector is 

crucial in multiplying and catapulting the economic investment and 

prospects of smallholder farmers. Through more formidable 

collaborative community and forums led advocacy groups, it suffices 

to say that an increased awareness of 

all stakeholders to understand their 

role in promoting economic justice in 

Malawi is for sure a gateway to wealth 

creation.
