The 2009/2010 Maya Initiatives scholarship took place in
Government School Bambalang, North West of Cameroon in
February 2010. The Government
MHYH Secondary School in Bambalang has a
- population of about 1000 students,
Bwowsros  gopercent of whom are in the first
1 cycle. Many o not reach the second
wphess  cycle for lack of funds. The programme
which is in its 3rd year now, supports
students from this school who are orphans (have lost one or
both of the parents) by providing funs for their school fees.
26 students applied and 10 were disqualified for deceptively
inflating their examination details. This year, the number of
students supported moved from 10 to 17. Five of the
applicants were in Examination class (form Five) and three
are female students.

In his speech, he talked of the launching of a new NEF
Cameroon branch at the University of Dschang, and
suggested that 01 representative should come from
Buea for this launching.

Divine also advised us to contact Prof. Effange as he had
earlier shown interest in becoming a patron of NEF Buea
far back in 2006 when he was president.

With respect to the drawbacks of NEF Buea, Divine
proposed that each member pays a membership fee and
a yearly contribution which will take care of
documentation and communication credit.

He also mentioned that should NEF Buea want to
execute a big project such as workshops, then the
president should do a profoma invoice and if it meets
NEF mission and Vision the he could share with hierarchy
for implementation.

At the end of the meeting, we implored on more
publicity to be done on NEF Buea and NEF Cameroon at
large, and that a NEF Cameroon national meeting should
be held like once a year, so we can have the opportunity



of meeting and discussing with the other NEF members out
of our branches.

Somali Youth League Anniversary Celebration

15" May 1943 was the day the Somali Youth League (SYL)
was established. It was the first political party in Somalia and
played a key role in Somalia's road to independence during
the 1950's and 1960's.

During the Second World War, Britain
occupied Italian Somaliland and
administered the territory from 1941 to
1950. It was during this period (1943)
that the Somali Youth League (SYL) was
formed. The SYL succeeded in uniting
all Somali clans under its flag and led
the country to independence. Faced
with growing Italian political pressure
inimical to continued British tenure and
to Somali aspirations for independence,
the Somalis and the British came to see

each other
as allies.
The
situation
prompted
British
colonial
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officials to encourage the Somalis to organize politically; the
result was the first modern Somali political party, the Somali
Youth Club (SYC), established in Mogadishu in 1943.

How to Become a Man of Genius

If there are among my readers any young men or
women who aspire to become leaders of thought in



their generation, I hope they will avoid certain errors into
WhICh I feel in youth for want of good advice. When I
Foe wished to form an opinion upon a subject, I
used to study it, weigh the arguments on
different sides, and attempt to reach a
balanced conclusion. I have since
discovered that this is not the way to do
things. A man of genius knows it all without
the need of study; his opinions are
pontifical and depend for their
persuasiveness upon literary style rather
than argument It is necessary to be one-sided, since this
facilitates the vehemence that is considered a proof of
strength. It is essential to appeal to prejudices and
passions of which men have begun to feel ashamed and to
do this in the name of some new ineffable ethic. It is well
to decry the slow and pettifogging minds which require
evidence in order to reach conclusions. Above all, whatever
is most ancient should be dished up as the very latest
thing.

There is no novelty in this recipe for genius; it was
practised by Carlyle in the time of our grandfathers, and by
Nietzsche in the time of our fathers, and it has been
practised in our own time by D. H. Lawrence. Lawrence is
considered by his disciples to have enunciated all sorts of
new wisdom about the relations of men and women; in
actual fact he has gone back to advocating the domination
of the male which one associates with the cave dwellers.
Woman exists, in his philosophy, only as something soft
and fat to rest the hero when he returns from his labours.
Civilised societies have been learning to see something
more than this in women; Lawrence will have nothing of
civilisation. He scours the world for what is ancient and
dark and loves the traces of Aztec cruelty in MexXico.
Young men, who had been learning to behave, naturally
read him with delight and go round practising cave-man
stuff so far as the usages of polite society will permit.

One of the most important elements of success in
becoming a man of genius is to learn the art of
denunciation. You must always denounce in such a way
that your reader thinks that it is the other fellow who is
being denounced and not himself; in that case he will be
impressed by your noble scorn, whereas if he thinks that it
is himself that you are denouncing, he will consider that
you are guilty of ill-bred peevishness. Carlyle remarked:
" “The population of England is twenty millions, mostly
fools." Everybody who read this considered himself one of
the exceptions, and therefore enjoyed the remark. You
must not denounce well-defined classes, such as persons
with more than a certain income, inhabitants of a certain
area, or believers in some definite creed; for if you do this,
some readers will know that your invective is directed
against them. You must denounce persons whose emotions
are atrophied, persons to whom only plodding study can
reveal the truth, for we all know that these are other
people, and we shall therefore view with sympathy your
powerful diagnosis of the evils of the age.
Ignore fact and reason, live entirely in the world of your
own fantastic and myth-producing passions; do this whole-

heartedly and with conviction, and you will become one
of the prophets of your age. = Mark W. Smith

International and the NAYD member organizations in
each represented country. He manages the country
email and works with his/her assistant to ensure a
regular update of the country’s webpage.

Assistant CCs answer to their Country Coordinator. The
Country Coordinator is answerable

Interested Candidates should state the position they would
like to be considered for, and why and how they would fulfil
the responsibility, in a Letter of Intent, along with a CV and
2 reference letters from youth leaders who are members of
NAYD.

Special Notice from the NAYD Webmaster
‘We are aware that some members are unsubscribing
because of the number of postings received. Just to say that
YAHOO groups provide an option for controlling email
delivery as follows.
Individual Emails
Messages are delivered one at a time to your email inbox.
This is the best option if you want to keep up on the latest
posts immediately. Email attachments, if included in a
message and allowed by your moderator, will be sent
directly to you.
Daily Digest

Messages are delivered in batches of 25 or daily,
whichever comes sooner. This is the best option if you
want to receive fewer mail messages and don't need up-
to-the minute posts in your inbox. Email attachments are
not available in digests.

Only Special Announcements

This means you'll receive email messages only when the
group moderator posts a "Special Announcement"
message. This is a good option if you want to pass on
day-to-day discussion for very busy groups but do want
to receive important updates from the group moderator.
Keep in mind that usage by each moderator will vary.
(The moderator may choose to never use this feature, in
which case you would never receive email messages, or
may choose to use it frequently.)

No Mail / Web Only

The best option to choose if you prefer to only read
messages on the web. Also useful if you need to
temporarily put message delivery on hold, for example
while you’re on vacation. However, keep in mind that
(while rare) some groups do not enable the "message
archive" feature and for these groups it is not possible to
read messages on the web. It is a moderator decision on
whether to enable the message archive feature.

Groups; make changes by selecting your preferences
under the Message Delivery section, and click Save
Changes.
